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Fostering changed my life – Rachel’s story

For Rachel, fostering was always 
part of her life plan, long 
before she made it a reality. It 

wasn’t just a career change—it was 
a shift toward a better quality of 
life, a more manageable work-life 
balance, and more time with her 
son. Reflecting on her decision, 
Rachel attributes it to timing, 
personal loss, and a desire to be 
more present for her child.
“I’d always wanted to foster,” Rachel 
shares. “As a qualified nurse, I had 
spent much of my life caring for 
others, making fostering feel like a 
natural extension. But it wasn’t until 
my son, now eight, was old enough 
to understand the change that I felt 
ready.
“The timing had to be right,” she 
explains. “By the time I began the 
fostering process, my son was on 
board. We had close friends who 
were foster carers, so we knew what 
to expect.
“Before fostering, I balanced a 
demanding corporate career with 
single parenting. My son spent 
more time in after-school clubs than 
with me. Something had to give,” 

Rachel says. “While the pandemic 
allowed me to work from home, it 
didn’t provide the balance I needed. 
I was missing out on my son’s 
school events and I didn’t want to 
regret not being there for him.
“Just as I began my fostering 
journey, I lost my Mum. It was a 
devastating loss,” Rachel shares. “But 
it also gave me a new perspective: 
Life is so short. The loss reaffirmed 
my decision to foster—a choice that 
has changed our lives for the better.

“Fostering has created balance 
in my life. I can now structure my 
days around my son’s needs. I no 
longer rely on after-school care, I 
can do the school run and be more 
involved in his life.
“My son embraced fostering. At 
first, he had to adjust to the fact 
that the babies couldn’t play the 
same way his friends did. He quickly 
developed a strong bond with the 
children. He’s always excited to see 
the babies in the morning,” Rachel 
says with a smile.
“Looking back, I have no regrets 
about leaving my corporate career. 
I’ve absolutely loved fostering,” she 
says. “It’s hard work, but seeing 
the children grow and knowing 
I’ve played a part in that—there’s 
nothing better. Fostering has 
allowed me to be the kind of mum I 
always wanted to be.” 
For anyone considering fostering, 
Rachel offers this advice: “It’s hard 
work, but the rewards are amazing. 
It’s truly the best decision I’ve ever 
made.”
She adds “For those worried about 
financial support, as well as the fees 

and allowances you get as a foster 
carer, there may be other support 
available, especially for single 
parents and low-income families.”
Rachel’s fostering journey has 
brought her closer to her son while 
making a lasting impact on the lives 
of the children in her care. 

Rachel is a short-term foster carer 
with South Gloucestershire Council, 
supporting babies and children up 
to two years old.

Foster Care Fortnight™ is The 
Fostering Network’s yearly 
campaign dedicated to raising 

awareness of foster care and 
celebrating the amazing people 
who open their hearts and homes 
to children in need. It’s a chance 
to recognise the people that work 

together to help children feel safe 
and supported. The theme for 2025 
is The Power of Relationships. During 
this fortnight, many schools and 
communities come together to show 
appreciation for foster carers, with 
hopes that more people will consider 
fostering a child in the future.

Several fostering options are 
available to suit a variety of 
individual circumstances and needs. 
Here are a few to consider:

Short term fostering   
Provides children with a safe, loving 
home usually on a temporary 
basis, until a more stable long-term 
arrangement can be made. This 
could be for a number of days or 
weeks, months, or up to a few years. 

Long term fostering   
The foster family aim to create more 
of a permanent home, caring for 
the child or young person until they 
reach adulthood. 

Emergency foster care   
Temporary care is provided often 
suddenly or at short notice for a 
child in urgent need of safety, until 
more of a long-term home can 
hopefully be arranged.

Private fostering   
An arrangement made between a 
parent and carer, involving a child 

under 16 (or 18 if the child has 
a disability) living in the care of 
someone who is not their parent or 
a close relative for 28 days or more. 
Private foster carers can be from the 
extended family or family friends, 
and the council must be notified of 
the agreement.

The Difference  
Fostering Makes
Fostering aims to transform a child 
or young person’s life, but it can 
also be incredibly rewarding for 
the foster carer too. From knowing 
that you’re helping others during a 
challenging time to learning new 
social and communication skills, 
life lessons and creating memories 
together. Being a foster carer is also 
an impactful way to support your 
local community more widely.
